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(57) ABSTRACT

Methods and apparatus for coding binary and multi-value
sequences into higher value sequences are disclosed. Cor-
relation methods for comparing lower-value sequences by
first coding to higher value sequences and then calculating
a correlation number are also disclosed. Methods and appa-
ratus for resetting the coding rule during multi-value coding
are also disclosed.
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
